Equinox Receives Grant for Eden to Sahara

The Lydia B. Stokes Foundation has
awarded Equinox a $10,000 grant to
help us get started on the fundraising
and production for our next film, Eden
to Sahara.

The Foundation, committed
to the Quaker philosophy
of empowering people
to help themselves, does
not allow for unsolicited grant
requests. Board member Nancy
Deren of Gainesville invited
Equinox to apply for the funding
since the Eden film will inform and
empower audiences about choices in
sustainable water management.

Other nonprofit Florida organizations
that have recently received Stokes
Foundation grants include the Florida

Trust for Public Land, and The Nature
Conservancy. Florida is one of five
states in which grant-making emphao-
sis is directed. Both the “environment”
and “education” are key
considerations for the grants.
The majority of grants are
between $2,500 and $10,000.
The Foundation is based in
Sante Fe, New Mexico.

We hope the prestige of
the Stokes grant will help
other potential corporate,
individual and foundation
funders more fully appreciate
the significance of the Eden
documentary. This film will use the
environmental classic Florida’s Tragedy:
From Eden to Sahara by botanist
John Kunkel Small to help us under-
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stand historic alerts to our current
groundwater problems. By doing so,
we can stress the wisdom of managing
water for long term sustainability
rather than for short-term political and
economic gain.

Annual Giving

The highlight of our year was the PBS
release of In Marjorie’'s Wake. Thanks to
all of our friends and funders who made
this incredible documentary possible.

But we're not done yet! Natural systems
and places in Florida are under serious
threats. There's a greater need than
ever to help people understand the
need to connect with nature, and to
sustainably balance preservation with
growth.

As a result, 2009 is full of opportunities
for film projects, educational programs,
and outreach. We're actively moving
forward with funding for our next film,
Eden to Sahara, which vividly tells the
timely story of Florida's water problems.
We already have a $10,000 grant from

the Lydia B. Stokes Foundation to serve
as a base for underwriting this project.

Eden willrequire about half the funding
of In Marjorie’s Wake, so we are hoping
to bring this film to television far more
quickly than the more logistically
complex In Marjorie’s Wake. Like In
Marjorie's Wake, Eden can also be
used by educators to help them teach
concepts of nature and conservation.

In addition, we continue prospecting for
funds to support our Off the Map series
of kayaking Florida’s Rivers, as well as
Florida Galapagos, a documentary that
examines bio-geography and island
speciation by comparing nature of the
Florida Keys to the Lake Wales Ridge.

In addition fo documentaries, we
plan to launch a lecture series and
create educational programs/materials
related to In Marjorie’s Wake. And, we'll

Carr Cabin Project Update

The Umatilla Historical Society has
agreed to shepherd incoming donations

to the Archie Carr cabin project so
all future donations to the
restoration of that structure
and site will be charitable.

Equinox is providing a free
short film “frailer” to help
promote the awareness for
and restoration of an old
Cracker-style cabin the Carr
family built in the scrub back
in the late 1930’s. The Carrs
moved to Florida a few years
earlier so that Archie’s father
could take a post as pastor of the
Presbyterian Church in Umatilla. With
the help of alocal carpenter, they built
the tin-roofed cabin on the square-
mile Lake Nictoon in the nearby Ocala
National Forest. The cabin was used
as a retreat by the family for several
decades, and many personal and

professional visitors shared in that
experience.

Donations to the Umatilla
Historical Society will not

7 go to the short film, but will

directly fund the restoration
and interpretatfion of the
dilapidated cabin. A
separate state project is
independently restoring the
now-dry Lake Nicotoon.

Several Carr family members
have been inferviewed on
camera for the short film,
which will be narrated by Mimi Carr, one
of five children of Archie and Marjorie
Harris Carr. The film will be produced
in time for the Black Bear Festival in
Umatilla in April 2009. For information
on how fo support the Cabin project,
check the Equinox news blog for the
latest news.
